RealArt Oasis Group - Rental & Sales Program

FAQ’s

· How do I become a part of this program?
· Artists apply and are juried into the program. We look at digital photos and originals, read artist’s statements and bios, determine if the art is a good match for our program, and then conduct a final interview. Please consult http://www.oasisinseattle.com/stagingrental.html  to apply on-line.

· How do I make money by having my art in this program?
· Each artist lists their asking price (Artist’s Price) for the artwork and the amount is agreed upon in our contract. You receive 2% of your asking price (Artist’s Price) for every 30 days that your artwork is rented. Currently the initial rental period is 30 days, with pro-rated rates (Rental Fee divided by 30) for per diem rates. 
· For example: If your painting has an Artist’s Price of $450 and is chosen for rental, you will receive a check for the initial 30 day rental for $9.  Likewise, if 10 pieces of your Artwork are chosen for rent with a total Artist’s Price of $4,500, you would receive a check for $90.00 for the initial 30 day rental of all those items.

· How does my art get displayed and stored?
· Artwork is displayed in a hanging system of moving walls where it is securely hung and easily viewed by our customers. Each artist will have at least two (2) pieces of art in the display system. Additional work may be hung, stored in shelving or stored at Oasis Art Gallery.
· Who is responsible for my art while it is stored, on display, or rented out?
· The Rental & Sales Program is responsible for your art while it is on display or stored at Oasis Art Gallery. While the art is rented, the renter is responsible for it. Should anything occur to the art that makes it unable to be repaired or unsellable, you will be paid the Artist’s Price. 

· Does it cost anything to participate?

· Membership for artists is $85 annually.

· How many works of art can be accepted in this program?
· The annual membership fee allows each artist to have 10 pieces in the program. Additional work is accepted on a case by case basis, based on our current inventory and art needs.
· Can I remove art work from the program if I suddenly get accepted into another show or exhibition?
· Part of the signed contract states that the artist agrees not to ask for the return of the art in our inventory before the end date of the contract which is one year.
· Will my art be marked for sale while it is on display?
· Your art is definitely listed for sale while in the program and will be properly tagged with title, medium, artist, and price while it is on display at the gallery. Renters have the option to buy the art while they are renting it. If purchased while being rented, the initial rental fee is applied toward the purchase price and the artist receives the Artist’s Price, less the initial 30 day rental fee for that item.
· How much will I make from a sale of my work?
· You will be asked to complete an Inventory Sheet upon the acceptance of your art into the program. The agreed upon Artist’s Price written in the contract is the price used to determine the rental fees due to the artist and the exact price you will receive when the art is sold; therefore the artist always knows how much they are receiving upon rental or sale.

· What if I have a new series of work that I would like to add to my current Inventory? Can I take art out of the inventory and replace it with other art?
· Adding additional work will be assessed on a case by case basis, based on the discretion of the program and other determining factors. Per the contract, you will not be able to remove art from the inventory without paying a fee.
· What if someone sees my work rented at a location and contacts me directly with a commission request?
· As part of our contract with each artist, any commissions or custom requests to the artist must be redirected to the RealArt Oasis Group Rental & Sales Program. We will coordinate the request and work with the Artist to determine price, timeline and delivery. 
· When is the program scheduled to start?
· We are scheduled to start renting in October, 2010. All work that is displayed is available for sale and we have already sold work from the program. We currently have over 20 artists enrolled and are close to completing our initial inventory. 
· What efforts will RAOG take to promote the program and my art?
· We have a detailed marketing plan that includes disseminating information about RAOG to a wide variety of target markets. RealArt Inc. is developing a highly sophisticated computer program that will maintain the database of information for artist, artwork, and customers. This will include an easy to browse web site that features your art in a variety of search methods. Tracking art and payments to artists will be quick and seamless.
· Once my work is accepted into the partnership program, am I automatically considered for an exhibition at Oasis Art Gallery?
· The process to apply for an exhibition at Oasis Art Gallery is separate. Please follow the guidelines at http://www.oasisinseattle.com/portfoliosubmissions.html for details.
